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Reportable Incidents include, but are not limited to:

General safety hazards

Fire/safety hazards

Door/window open or broken

Trespassers

Thefts/Missing Property

Property damage (including vehicular)

Alarm activations

Improperly parked vehicles

Any Internal physical support system which is emitting unusual noise, temperature, or odors
Any interior or exterior light which is not operating, thereby posing a security/safety risk

Reportable incidents are to be investigated immediately by security staff.
